Tell us more about your study experience in NUS. You have studied in China, Holland, and Singapore. Now you are teaching in a university in New Zealand. It seems your whole life is within campus, so how do you evaluate the training you received from NUS?

 

My answer: From my university experience, NUS has the same characteristic with other universities I studied or work in: it is an international university. It has international students and international professors. With the globalization, most universities started to increasing proportion of international students. 

 

However, the striking difference is that NUS trains its students to meets the demand from the international labor market. I give you an example: In my department (Finance and Accounting), within 7 Ph.D. graduates, all of us from China, one found a job in Singapore, two went to New Zealand, two went to Australia, one went to China, and one went to Holland. It shows NUS not only aims at the labor demand from the local but also cater for international academy. This is in sharp contrast to other international universities that have international students, but the graduates go back to their home country. So the training in NUS is very thorough and solid. It transforms people with a global perspective. I wouldn’t think I can find a job in New Zealand without the help of NUS. It completely changed my life. 

 

Second of all, most of my classmates have two job offers, some from industry, some from academia. It shows NUS graduates are popular and are needed. The employers value the training of NUS.  

 

So, I really like to take this opportunity to thank NUS, my supervisor, my classmates, my friends who helped me in the training process. Without their help, I couldn’t be transformed.
