Sample Report (Fictitious. Do not quote)
Title: On the Emergence of Flexible Business Networks

Firms are increasing engaging in close, longer-term, relationships with other firms, whether as part of arrangements to subcontract inputs of goods and services, or within strategic alliances. A new organizational form is emerging – the flexible business network – in which almost all functions in the production chain, other than those of central coordination and control, are contracted to independent firms, but in which the final product is marketed under the lead company’s brand name. In a recent paper presented in the Annual Conference on ________, NUS student Ms ___________  discussed the impact of this recent trend on the operations of SMEs in Singapore. She conducted a survey of 67 foreign enterprises in Singapore, and found evidence of weak local linkages:  45% of the surveyed firms did not use domestic suppliers at all, whereas 30% used less than 50%. This finding has important ramifications on the trade effect of flexible networks for local economy. 
Prof Homer from HEC, a leading authority on the topic, shared with the student his research on the governance issues in flexible production networks. He challenged her to find a solution to address the problem. Mr Somer from MU, another speaker in the same session, presented a related paper on the bargaining relationships between the different agents in the networks. Interestingly, the theoretical findings gel with the empirical evidence presented by the student. 
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
